103, JAPN 151, JAPN 201, JAPN 260. This course is not eligible for Credit/D/Fail grading.

In general, the class meetings will focus on
interacting with your instructor and peers and practicing course content. You are required
to preview materials for kanji, vocabulary, grammar, reading and other materials as
decided by the instructor in order to get the most out of the class.
